Following months of meetings by the 

Plumb Estate Task Force (a broad -

based group representing as many 

constituents of the congregation as 

possible) including ongoing reports to, 

and input from, the Church Council, 

work has begun on many of the 

projects recommended by the Task 

Force and approved by the Church 

Council.  Thanks to all the  Plumb 

Estate Task Force Members who gave 

(and are still giving) so much time and 

energy to this project.  Thanks, too, to 

the Church Council members who 

asked questions, offered feedback and 

gave their approval to the projects 

recommended by the Task Force.  It 

was a great process!  

 

Special thanks to those Central Church 

folks who suggested possible projects, 

raised questions, offered comments.  

Your input and comments were (and 

continue to be) very helpful.  With 

input from the Task Force, Church 

Council and many others in the Central 

Church community, all the 

recommended projects truly come 

from the community.  The Church 

Council and staff look forward to your 

ongoing input, questions and support.

What follows is a report on the 

Plumb Estate Projects.  It is long.  

But, I believe it will be helpful in 

sharing information, including 

persons in the process and answering 

important questions.  Hereõs what 

weõve completed, what weõve started, 

and, what is coming next.  

*As those of you who attended 

worship on Sunday, June 14 are 

aware, the entrance to the Atrium 

has been replaced with new concrete 

that meets all ADA requirements.  

The walk up from the parking lot to 

the Atrium is now much easier.  

*Lightweight tables and chairs were 

purchased and the old tables and 

chairs donated to St. Markõs UMC.  

Additionally, although they have full 

access to the new tables and chairs, 

our Cambodian Language Ministry 

took some of the old tables and 

chairs to be used in their many fun 

off -site celebrations.  Kien and his 

friends could show us a thing or two 

about parties!  

*The computers in the offices have 

been upgraded and almost all of the 

bugs worked out.  The new computers 

and systems will be a great help when 

our web site is upgraded.  
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Plumb Estate Gift Continued  

* Speaking of the website -  we are 

moving forward with re - creating 

our website.  With the help of a 

website developer and our own 

Graphic Designer ð John Hawley ð we 

will have a website that is 

interactive, dynamic and informative.  

This project is also being developed 

over the summer.  

* One seven passenger van has been 

purchased.  We are delaying the 

purchase of a second van (as was 

recommended by the Task Force and 

the Church Council) until we have a 

clearer picture of the size and style 

that would be most helpful in our 

ministry.  

*Work has begun to upgrade the 

restrooms in the Knoles Building .  

Over the summer all four bathrooms 

will be completely gutted and re -

modeled.  All the bathrooms will 

meet ADA codes and have changing 

tables installed.  This is a long 

overdue project.  A òport-a-pottyó 

has been placed near the Knoles 

Building.  Of course, restrooms in the 

other buildings are available.  

Everyone is looking forward to 

completion of this project.  New 

drinking fountains will also be 

installed on both floors of the Knoles 

Building.  This project will be 

concluded by mid -August.  

 

* All exterior doors will be replaced .  

Many of our doors cannot be properly 

closed, presenting safety concerns.  

This project has begun and will be 

concluded by summerõs end.  This 

project will also include the re -keying 

of ALL the locks in the Central Church 

buildings.  

* We are waiting for the bids to 

upgrade our audiovisual capabilities .  

This includes a roll down screen and 

sound system with power point 

capabilities in the Fireside Room.  A 

flat screen meeting all video 

requirements will be installed in a 

cabinet (which can be locked) on the 

north wall of Room 6 in the Knoles 

Building.  Shades will also be installed 

to ease the glare from the south -

facing windows.  A sound system will 

be installed in the Fellowship Hall.  The 

sound system in the Sanctuary will be 

upgraded with new speakers, a new 

sound board, and new microphones.  

Additionally, two flat screen monitors 

will be installed along each side of the 

sanctuary.  They will be placed high 

enough and in such a way so as to not 

be intrusive, but still offer the ability 

to provide power point, video or text 

capability in the Sanctuary.  

* The Staff Parish Relations Committee 

has developed a Job Description for 

a Youth Advisor  and will begin the 

interview process in the near future.  

The hope is to have this person join 

the staff by mid -August.  
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Plumb Estate Gift Continued .   

* We are all familiar with the small 

lakes that develop in our parking lot 

when it rains.  So repairing the parking 

lot is another summer project.  This 

will involve digging up old drainage 

lines, installing new lines, connecting 

the lines to the city drains, repairing 

the parking lot entrance, lowering the 

level of the present pavement level, 

new sloping of the parking lot so that 

water drains properly, new grading and 

paving.  Additionally, beginning just 

beyond the pump house at the 

northern end of the present parking 

lot and extending to the Essex Street 

gate, approximately 20 parking spaces 

will be created along the fence on the 

east side of the driveway leading to 

the back of the property.  These 

parking spaces will be paved and meet 

all codes as to landscaping, turn -

around, etc.   The west side of the 

driveway will not include parking 

spaces so that long -range plans (not 

yet finalized) for òCentral Parkó might 

be realized.  We do not want to limit 

what we might create in the future.  

In addition to improving the drainage 

in our present parking lot and adding 

these 20 new parking spaces, an 

enclosure will be built to house our 

garbage containers.  This will rid us of 

an ugly view. 

* Concerns about significant dry rot and 

needed repairs were not as great a 

problem as previously thought.  This 

will be an on going project.  Much of 

our dry rot concerns will be taken care 

of with the installation of the new 

doors. 

* Upgrading the kitchen will move ahead 

with the completion of the many 

projects being undertaken this 

summer.  Be on the lookout for some 

new stoves down the road a bit!  

*As a part of the adopted 

recommendations, $750,000.00 will 

be saved.  These funds will be 

available for any future emergencies 

or ministries.  

*Other projects ð such as improved 

signage and developing Central Park ð 

are in the planning stages and will move 

forward as funding is available.  I do 

think we will see new signage in the 

near future.  It is a priority for the 

Board of Trustees and those who 

participated in the òFive Practices of 

Fruitful Congregationsó. 

* Another $150,000.00 was set aside as 

a tithe .  Since the cost of our 

recommended projects was higher 

than anticipated, these funds have 

been used to underwrite the increased 

costs.  These funds WILL BE 

REPLACED with the next gift coming 

from the Plumb Estate.  THIS IS AN 

ABSOLUTE COMMITMENT.  It is 

anticipated that this gift will be 

received by the end of 2009 and the 

tithe repaid at that time.  

I realize this is a lengthy article.  But, I 

hope it has been helpful in making each 

of you feel more included in the work 

of the Plumb Estate Task Force and 

the Church Council.  I hope it 

answered some of your questions as 

well.  If you have any questions please 

feel free to give me a call (466.5046).
