Sierra Service Project 
 

 

On Sunday, July 12, fifteen youth group members and three adults will board 
three vans in our parking lot and head for a week of  mission work in South 
Central Los Angeles.  We will stay at Vermont Square United Methodist 
Church and rehab houses in the neighborhoods surrounding the church.  This will be our fifth 
year to take young people on a Sierra Service Project trip that will most likely transform them 
into seeing our world differently. 

 òSierra Service Project is all about building: building homes, building communities, build-
ing bridges between people and cultures, and building a relationship with God.

If  you were in church on Sunday, May 17, you heard several of  our graduating seniors speak 
powerfully at both services.  Several of  them specifically spoke about how Sierra Service Project 
changed their lives.  Out of  the fifteen graduates, twelve of  them had experienced the gifts and 
rewards of  participating in Sierra Service Project. 

 

òMy second summer of SSP we visited skid row in Los Angeles.  I wasnõt very thrilled about this 
because I had preconceptions that all homeless people were on drugs and that their bad situation 
was their fault.  But as I passed out bag lunches I met so many kind and appreciative people.  
Many of  them shared their stories of  how they ended up there.  One man had gotten in a car 
accident and his medical bills were so high that he lost his house and had no where else to turn.  
That experience taught me never to judge people.  Being part of  youth group and taking part in 
those trips has taught me skills and values that I will use the rest of my life.ó   -Sarah Slezak  

 

This year many of  our participants are unable to help fund the trip on their own.  Many of  their 
parents are out of  work, or their families live on a limited budget and $310 is just too much 
money.  Would you consider giving a gift of  $20 or $40 to help us send our youth to Sierra Ser-
vice Project? 

We have raised money for this trip by hosting the Jazz Brunch and Easter Breakfast.  We have 
received a large donation from the United Methodist Women, and individuals, too, have donated 
to the cost of  the trip.  Even with these donations, though, we still need $4,000.  Consider reach-
ing down into your pocket and providing an experience of  a life time to one of  our young  

people.

Between the 8:30 and 11 am services we will have an art project for the entire congregation to work 
on.  During this time we will serve bagels, smoothies and coffee for inspiration and sustenance. 

 

At noon we will host an all-church barbeque.  Please bring a salad or dessert to share.  The church 
will provide the hamburgers (vegetarian too), paper products and drinks.  While eating in Central 
Park we will be entertained by The Bad Goods, a kid/family friendly music group that crosses genres 
and sings about green issues, cooking and more.  The Bad Goods performed at the Earth Day Cele-

bration this year and following the Joyful Child! show can be seen at a Friday Night Live (Lincoln 
Center) and the San Joaquin County Fair. 

Bring your lawn chairs, blankets, shade (umbrellas) and enjoy our first Outdoor Family Concert! We 
will have tables and chairs for those who need them. 

 

See you in church on Sunday June 7 for Joyful Child ! Bring a friend! Everyone will enjoy this spe-
cial day. 
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Several years ago when Connie Edgecomb, our 
Church Administrator, saw many of  the Cleve-
land School students walking through the 
church campus on their way home she invited 
them into the office for a snack.  The invitation 
provided the children with a safe place to come 
and a friendly adult who wanted to listen to 
them. 

 

This fall Connie and others noticed that some 
of  the children selected fruit instead of  candy 
on their visit.  Alan Cook met with the Cleve-
land School principal and staff  members to 
brainstorm ways our congregation could help 
our neighbors. Our Church Council decided that 
the church would reach out to the students and 
their families through a monthly free Spaghetti 
and Activity Dinner.  We began in January of  
this year with 44 children, parents, infants and 
grandparents attending. Since we started we 
have served over 240 children and families.  In 
addition to the meal, we have offered an oppor-
tunity drawing for clothing, books, store gift 
cards and toys.  We alternate supplementing din-
ner with crafts and family games.
